Note: The Office of Origin must also monitor the dependency of the international registration to the basic mark for 5 years. The Office of Origin must notify WIPO if the basic
mark is archived or cancelled. In that case, WIPO may partially or completely cancel the international registration. Within 3 months of being notified of the cancellation of the
international registration, the owner may request domestic registration in each Contracting Party.
